








INCREASED AWARENESS LEADS TO GOVERNMENT ACTION 



SHORT-TERM ONLINE RENTAL COMPANIES 



• Level playing field: ensuring equal application of city/state/federal laws, including regulations 
and taxes; ensuring rogue commercial operators are not allowed to operate 
 

• Guest safeguards: hotels implement latest safety and security equipment and procedures; 
short-term rentals do not always offer these 

 

• Collaborative approach: concerned neighbors, bed & breakfasts, labor, affordable housing 
proponents, think tanks 

 
 
 

LEADING THE CHARGE TO CREATE RULES FOR  
SHORT-TERM ONLINE RENTALS 



IN NEW YORK: 
• 6% of hosts generate 36% of all rental transactions;  
• They collect 37% of total revenue – or $168 million  
• 72% of Airbnb listings are illegal 
 
IN SAN FRANCISCO: 
• 205 Airbnb “super hosts” control three or more listings  
• They account for 4.8% of all hosts, but control 18% of listings 

 
IN LOS ANGELES: 
• Airbnb hosts with two or more units provide 37% of the revenue
